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In his debut solo exhibition CITIES Project: Where Is My Mum?, young Hong-Kong born
artist Lam Tung Pang explores the interweaving relationship between the three cities which
he has resided in: Hong Kong, Beijing and London. As part of CHINA NOW the UK'’s largest
ever festival of Chinese culture, Lam Tung Pang’s work is shown at EXHIBIT at Golden Lane
Estate from 22 May June to 5 July.

CITIES Project: Where Is My Mum? draws on delicate comparisons and examines
similarities by means of mundane objects, paintings and light sculptures to create an
intriguing tension between locations, the memory and the actual.

The main part of the work, which consists of an installation in the basement gallery, will
present a poignant visual measure of the economy in the three regions: China, Britain and
Hong Kong by creating a playful position of three light boxes, labelled ‘Made in UK’, ‘Made in
China’ and ‘Made in Hong Kong'’ in sizes corresponding to their local manufacturing cost.

Paintings on the ground floor will focus on Lam Tung Pang’s experience of living in Beijing,
London and Hong Kong. Capturing the ambiguous interiors in the ‘lifestyle’ era depicted in
glossy magazines obtained from these cities, the series of paintings raises his ironic question
— “Does it make a difference where you live?” The artist collects images from newspapers,
internet, magazines and different printed-matters. He then copies, transforms or transfers
them onto different materials. The lack of details and empty space in the paintings free the
images from realism, giving them life and breadth. The artist pushes the concept of image-
imagery to the limit, crossing the boundary of image and object in order to provoke the
viewer’s visual experience.

Lam Tung-Pang currently lives and works in Hong Kong and Beijing. He uses both traditional
(oil, acrylic, charcoal, pencil) and non-traditional (nails, sand, plywood) materials to produce
beautiful, thought-provoking pieces, which resonate with the viewer long after their first
encounter. He explores the intricate relationship between objects and materials. All of his
works are given a touch of humanity that makes them more approachable.
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
